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Good afternoon Matthew we want to talk to you about religion and spirituality and the way the two have sat uncomfortably side by side over the last few thousand years 

Modern mass religions; Christianity, Islam, Judaism, Hinduism and so on have held a very important central place in society for many hundreds of years; in some cases thousands of years. It is only just in the very recent past that this powerful influential position in society has come under any great threat, especially for Christianity which has been a central pillar for so many societies around the world for such a long time; but also the other religions too.

They are really a very modern construct, in absolute terms, as they have sprung up rapidly on the back of the teachings of a number of extremely influential individuals, and these teachings have been rapidly developed and brought together into particular books – be it the Koran or Bible or equivalent - which has made the religion particularly easy to transport
This has happened rapidly to the point where there are now hundreds of millions of individuals whose lives are to a great extent based around the teachings of these religions. The problem is of course that, despite the fact that in the early days when many of these religious teachings or codes of practice were in their infancy and extremely tolerant of each other, and very accepting of each other’s approach and viewpoint, this has failed to be the case more recently; and as you see so often these days around the world, major conflict is defined along religious lines sadly, as well as others such as race and colour 
Religion has changed dramatically in the way that it supports society; in the way that it underpins the life of the individual, in that now it has become seriously divisive and has become synonymous with fighting and war and “crusade” type activity, where extreme intolerance of the views of others is deemed acceptable

We would like to state absolutely categorically Matthew that intolerance is not acceptable. It is extremely misleading; in fact it is dangerous for anyone to preach a creed of intolerance, and it is again unfortunately a product of the heightened tension, confusion and frantic nature of the closing decades of this current period which reflect this marked increase in intolerant behaviour across the board

The individuals who have helped create and shape and mould the doctrines and beliefs and codes of practice, have unfortunately in many cases strayed a long way from the original material. Along the way much of the original material has been corrupted to the point that it is almost unrecognisable 
Many of the practices and concepts which were absorbed into these mass world religions have been practised in a “pagan” context; Easter is a good example of this. They have been imported and modified to suit. And so many of the ceremonial practices have existed for many thousands of years and are much older, but they have been adopted as they have been recognised for the powerful spiritual content they contain

The point is Matthew that there is a very strong element of modern mass religions which has strayed from the truth as such, and which has required the individual and societies to behave in a way which is sometimes quite inconsistent with the true spiritual nature of man

The trappings and the ceremonies of these religions will be gradually stripped away, gradually removed from the way that man behaves, as there will be a return to the original “pagan” type of activity for want of a better expression when sufficient numbers of people recognise the fact that religious teaching, religious doctrine, religious beliefs have to an extent led them astray. 

They’ve sought to conceal the truth and to a degree manipulate access to the truth, which has not served the best interests of the individual. Once this idea is made plain and people around the world can see through the manipulation of the true content, then the religious groups will find their power diluted and ultimately fading away
