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Good morning we’d like to talk to you about the upheavals and the impact on population. We’re aware that this is probably one of the most controversial aspects of all the intense period of change, for that reason it is the one which requires the most attention and the most explanation from us regarding its workings

So the geophysical upheaval, the events which will occur all across the world: these are now imminent and this period of activity could now occur at pretty much any time. There will be a large number of events but some of them will be far more severe in their nature than others. These will tend to be volcanic and earthquake types of activity, and certainly it will be the earthquakes that will unfortunately take an enormous toll on human life. 

There will also be other less concentrated types of activity which will happen more often in Africa for example, which again will have an enormous impact on local populations but over a more extended time period. So you will not have a sudden crisis but rather the situation will build due to drought or famine or the like; equally distasteful but unfortunately nonetheless necessary

One of the most significant events to occur in the northern hemisphere will be due to a number of volcanic eruptions over a short period of time, pumping large amounts of volcanic ash into the atmosphere which will have a number of effects. Warming, which we’ve mentioned to you before, is one that would not be expected. This cloak of ash surrounding the earth suspended in the atmosphere will definitely cause warming which will have a significant effect on ice melt and sea level rise
The other aspect of this will be that the same ash cloak that surrounds the earth will effectively block out quite a lot of the sun’s energy and sunlight – which you know is essential for photosynthesis – and this will cause, in the northern hemisphere particularly, an effect similar to that which you might expect from an ‘atomic winter’, where very little grows during one spring and summer period, having quite severe effects on harvests and the availability of food

So once this period commences there will be an extended sequence of events which will cause a good degree of alarm and considerable fear around the world. It’s important to try to minimise the fear caused in this way as this will be the most likely cause of a delayed and complicated transition through to the new era

It is incumbent upon you and others doing the same work as you to try to communicate this message to as many as possible; to try to impress upon people that this is not random destruction but a planned and necessary restructuring of not only the earth but also populations in certain areas; for the reasons we’ve gone into on many occasions in the past. 
This simply has to happen and it is a necessary if unpleasant aspect of this intense period of change. It’s important to communicate and make this information available as widely as possible so that an understanding of what is happening is available to people, helping to mitigate the fear and the knock-on effects which can be very damaging
