Good afternoon Matthew. The political structures in place around the world are going to change quite dramatically in the next few years as the world moves through all the changes linked to the shift in consciousness

The concentration of power into the hands of senior world leaders and politicians will gradually decrease and their power base, their grip on all aspects of the political life of the nation, will be eroded quite significantly. And as you can see around the world this is already beginning to take shape 

As the way in which people live changes away from larger groups and is much more orientated towards localised community engagement, so the political structures which operate around these much smaller communities will also change shape and reflect if you like the scaled-down nature of life in the new era

There will be no place for organisations such as the European Union as you know it today. There will simply be no role for such an organisation in a new world structure if you like which is very much focused at the local level. This of course will mean that many issues which exist at this international level will cease to be so high on the agenda; in fact they will cease to be on the agenda full stop.
Because of the removal of virtually all of the international aspect of life as you know it today there will simply be no requirement for organisations to operate at this level. Many of the issues that these organisations grapple with; the United Nations the European Union and so on, many of these issues will cease to exist as the ability for nations, groups or organisations to operate in this way will be reduced and eventually removed

So everything points towards a simplification in the way countries are run; in the political process which is in place to exercise power within these nations; and an enormous simplification of the many serious global issues that are afflicting the world today

You can already see in your country that there is a serious disaffection with the political process and those who are given the mandate to govern; those who have trust invested in them by the individual. This relationship is coming under strain and it will be a more and more fragile relationship as time goes on. It will be seen over time that the national government that you have in place in this country (UK) will have a significant reduction in the numbers required to operate it. So you will see a steady erosion of the base of government, and this will be to a great extent replaced by a more localised structure with individuals elected to office to work on a much more local basis; with funds raised and dispersed often on a more local basis. This of course will take some time to introduce but it will be seen as the only equitable and fair way to run things. 

Of course many of the politicians in power will do their best to resist these changes. They will resent the erosion of their powers; they will resent being forced to relax their grip. But it will be seen that the modern structures are top-heavy are over-bloated and are simply no longer in the correct shape or have the right focus to ensure that the communities of the future have a sensible and workable political structure in place

You could say that there will be a removal of the ‘old order’, which is a phrase that Hasim and you used a few years ago. And that will be the case because the younger people, the children now growing up will be very keen to remove what is becoming a discredited system; to do away with this immense concentration of power where a few national leaders around the globe effectively hold the reins and control enormous budgets and influence the lives of hundreds of millions, many of whom are a long way from their own nation. 
Today’s youth, today’s children will grow up to a system which is completely different in focus; has a different structure; is much more focused on the true development of the individual rather than the grasp and control of power and the concentration of power into the hands of a few
So the timescale for these changes is over the coming years, but it will become quite obvious to many people in a short while, that the current national governments that exist around the world in many cases are incapable of dealing with the serious issues which face the world. This will only serve to speed up the process of disaffection and the loss of confidence if you like amongst the public in the political process. So you could say the unwinding is already taking place 

Of course the individuals themselves; the politicians the people who run the current system will resist this bitterly, but as you can already see the overwhelming desire of the people will be to break up the system and to rebuild a completely new one along different lines. It will be along different lines; it won’t include many of the structures in place today and it won’t consume anything like the enormous resources, the enormous budgets which are spent today on some extremely unpopular activities which governments are engaging in. People will be keen for a much higher degree of transparency throughout politics. This is all coming Matthew; it’s all coming soon and is already underway and it will be a struggle because the powers that be will not be keen to let go of the reins
It will be important to engage in a sensible dialogue. It will be important for everyone to work towards a sensible resolution to this. There will be a lot of civil unrest; there will be many causes for individuals and groups to be extremely unhappy with the way things are being handled. Obviously it is in everyone’s interest to solve these issues and build a new working system which works for everyone. So dialogue will be the answer: dialogue is always the answer and particularly that will be the case with regards to the quite drastic changes that are coming to the political structures around the world
