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Good evening Matthew we’ve come to talk to you about law and order.  This is a fascinating topic because you might imagine that, against the background of the enormous changes which are soon coming to society on a world scale, law and order might prove to be an overwhelming issue, and we might be facing a total breakdown

Well funnily enough this will not be the case, although there will be an in between period – a changeover period if you like – where law and order issues will have a raised profile should we say. Its extremely unlikely as you would imagine, that the sort of disruption to society and employment and the like, which we have described as being just around the corner; its extremely unlikely that these sorts of experiences would be anything other than traumatic for the vast majority of people; which is what they will be

So there will be a good deal of anger; there will be a good deal of recrimination; there will be a lot of “shouting”, and a lot of blame. This is only to be expected because people will be looking for answers and in many cases those answers will simply not be available. The issues are more complex and once the hubbub has died down there needs to be an attempt to go behind the experience and understand the deep causes 
But certainly initially there will be a good deal of unrest, and this will be seen potentially as a threat to the stability of society and to the population at large. But, once this traumatic transitional phase has passed – and this will pass relatively quickly – then you will move into a phase which might be quite surprising in that it will be more and more law abiding in its nature rather than law breaking. 
The reason for this of course is the nature of the fragmentation of most of the commonly accepted aspects of life today; the devolving down to smaller groups of the work situation; of society; of communities and so on. This will not cause the breakdown of society at the local level; it will cause the strengthening of the bonds between individuals in local communities, and it will gradually over time remove a lot of the antisocial and unpleasant behaviour which is experienced today
Much of this type of behaviour is at its roots due to alienation and a feeling of despair especially amongst youngsters. A feeling that the society in which they are growing up is so dysfunctional, and so alien to them as individuals, that they see no point in “buying in”; in contributing or getting involved. So they stay outside the group if you like and this ever-increasing underclass grows and develops. A lot of the problems, a lot of the dysfunctional aspects in society stem from this

Well this will be one of the main areas of change, because there will be a much more inclusive nature to society as you move into the new era. As a lot of the rather unpleasant aspects of international bad behaviour fall away and no longer are part of the mix, then the inherent strength within individuals and local communities will move to the fore. This may sound unlikely and improbable, but believe us Matthew this is what will happen. Much of the external influence – the foreign influence – to local communities will be lost and much more of the inherent strength and ingenuity within communities will be gained, drawn out and accessed

So to bring this back to the law and order question again. There will be less and less over time of a requirement to police situations in the way that they are currently because the structure of society will change. The ways in which individuals – in particular younger individuals – behave and entertain themselves will change. The heavy dependence upon substances such as alcohol and drugs; the preponderance of violent material through video games and all of these sorts of things will diminish. Of course it will be gradual, but it will be real. 
These aspects won’t drop out completely of course but to a great extent they will be reduced in their influence. And this can only be a good thing because currently so much time is wasted by so many individuals on completely inconsequential rubbish – there is simply no other way to describe it - and I’m sure that many of your readers will identify immediately with what we are saying. So these things are set to change, and it will be to a certain extent forced upon societies to make these changes, as the option to remain as things are today will not be there
These will be exciting times because to a great extent communities are going to have to redraw the rules of engagement themselves. The centralised nature of all aspects of life is going to diminish quite significantly, and this will be to the enormous benefit of the individual, as the inclusiveness of this type of existence will enhance the overall community experience
