114 The overall picture so far

Matthew good morning this is a fairly senior member of your team. We’ve come to talk to you about the overall picture. The overall situation as it is today, and how it will progress into the future. The current picture, if you take the temperature of the changes that are going on around the world, would appear to be one of general improvement. 

This has come up in a number of papers in the last few weeks, and indeed this is the picture being painted by the majority of the media and political and commercial organisations around the world: the worst would appear to be over. There are a few financial hurdles to cross and the economy obviously is probably pretty much at the bottom of the cycle – this is the accepted view anyway – but with the exception of an increase in unemployment - which is painful but workable if you like - there is little to worry about
This situation will be checked in the near future when the geophysical disruption commences. This will be a sequence of events which happen in quick succession, affecting most of the major population areas of the earth, and others besides, and it will cause as you can imagine a great deal of stress;  a great deal of consternation around the world. 
There will obviously be an enormous amount of speculation and conjecture about what it represents and how best to deal with it and so on. But it will lead to a further weakening if you like; a further undermining of the wealthy and developed nations, in that they will be called upon to provide aid and to provide support and assistance to many locations during a short period of time. This will be extraordinarily sapping of financial resources and others as well, and obviously there will be widespread disruption to many of the less developed, or developing nations, the actual places where most of the physical events will take place
So as you can see this will check the recovery to a great extent in that it will dent confidence and it will cause a great degree of concern around the globe. It will also cause real hardship to a great many people. This should not be forgotten because it will only be exacerbated as the period during which the major changes to the way the earth actually operates commences. This will run on from the geophysical upheavals and be precipitated by them. 
This will be a period of even greater stress and concern globally, as it will be during this period that the accepted or ‘tried and tested’ aspects of the operation of the planet will be seriously affected; they will be influenced to such an extent, that mankind will begin to doubt whether he is able to depend upon the planet working in the way that it should. In other words all the accepted “truths” about the way the world operates will be challenged and some severely undermined. Obviously the most searching of all of these will be the changes to the axis of rotation, which will have many knock-on effects, a lot of which we have documented to you in the recent past 

So you can see that the present positive period of relative confidence is soon to be checked over an extended period. This confidence will ebb away quite fast; however it’s not all going to be bad news. There will be examples of geophysical activity actually having a positive effect on societies and economies, although you might find it difficult to accept at this point, that anything which involves destruction and lose of life can have any positive aspect to it: some of the events will have this effect

Suffice to say that the real changes to societies, to the economy and to the way people live their lives are still a little way off, but there will not be any real attempt to address any of the serious issues, till such time as they manifest themselves unquestionably to governments and to people on earth 
I think the point we’re trying to make here Matthew is that everything will happen at the last minute: there will be no planning. There will always be in the back of men’s minds the idea that despite the upheavals; despite the disruption; despite all the economic problems and financial woes, this can all be fixed and the system as it exists today is the correct one and is worth fighting for. There will be no acceptance of the idea that actually the current system is not fit for purpose, and is being dismantled as we speak to you today, and being replaced by something completely new 

This idea will receive no support whatsoever, and we wouldn’t expect it to because, in the main, people believe that the current system has served them well and will continue to do so into the future. 
So this was an opportunity to give another overview of the current situation. We will work with you again soon. A very good morning to you
