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Good morning Matthew, this is Svenatu, we hope you are well; we’re pleased you are back and working on your channelling activities. And yes this is another paper on climate change: that makes two in almost as many days

It seems appropriate as there is a lot of activity currently on earth focused on climate change; meetings, protests and the like. It seems appropriate for us to address this issue once again, and it’s also something we haven’t really mentioned much for the year or so you have been working with us

Climate zones around the world are being re-structured; they are being re-arranged. This is an era of serious change Matthew; of massive disruption. Change is now on the menu and it is inexorable; it is inevitable and we are rather amused at times at the approach taken by man. It simply demonstrates the disconnect between modern man and all that is; modern man and nature; modern man’s ignorance of spiritual matters. 

The whole approach to climate change is one that we find greatly disappointing, I suppose that’s the best way to describe it, because this is such a natural phenomenon; it’s happened many times in the past. There have been periods of warming up; there have been periods of cooling down. Climate zones around the world have changed quite fundamentally; your scientists know this; many of your informed bodies working in this area are aware of this. 
There is now such a strong and spurious link between CO2 and all of this change, that it’s almost heretical to question this link. However it is very poor science: it is simply not the case. This is change which as we say has happened on a number of occasions in the past. 

There is actually a plan behind the restructuring of climate zones around the world. This will facilitate the restructuring of food growing areas; the availability of water; the restructuring of temperature zones to facilitate growth of necessary crops and so on. This is actually all part of an immensely complicated and intricate plan. Not that very many of even your friends and colleagues Matthew would accept that for a moment. Obviously the vast majority of human beings would have none of it – but it is the case 
We understand that many individuals who are involved in climate change groups and activity are extremely well-intentioned. However they are also extremely misguided. Sadly it’s become a major political issue; huge budgets are attached to it; summits are now being held; top scientists are making projections on the likely costs to the earth, which of course are complete conjecture and speculation.

The fact is that if man had a better developed concept of “Unity” – of being at one with all, both on the earth and elsewhere, then this furious activity focused on a reduction of carbon dioxide and all activities to reduce such greenhouse gases, would simply not have mushroomed in the way that it has. It simply reflects the isolation of modern man from any of these concepts: this will change

Not only will climate change; will weather patterns change; will temperatures change and rainfall patterns change, but the whole approach taken by man to this area will change, as over time – and quite a short period of time in this case – it becomes obvious that regardless of what man tries to do in this area, this restructuring will happen. There is no way it can be prevented at this stage: it is already underway

This is not to say – and we should make this point very clearly – this is not to say that the polluting effects of man’s activity, of man’s economic and industrial activity, should not be checked – they absolutely should and lets make this point very clearly. There is always a case to be made for cleaning up the act as it were across the globe; for cleaning up the awful pollution which follows from extraction and manufacturing and all of these types of consumption generally. So yes there is a very strong case to be made here, but attempts to fight climate change in the way we see around the globe right now are futile.
