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Good evening Matthew, this is Dvoran again working with others from your team. This is a fascinating topic as very few individuals on earth today would believe that life is anything other than a sequence of unconnected random events. Very little credence would be given to the idea that there is any plan involved, but of course as you and your friends know, this is absolutely the case
So, the whole idea of control, control that man has over his life: this is the essence of the paper. Because we would suggest that it is the gift of free-will which gives the illusion of control

If you think about a typical life: you come into this world and you grow up; if you’re lucky you receive a reasonable education in the process; you then move on to the working phase of your life – the majority of your life – where you seek the most suitable employment with a reasonable income; you may chose to have a family – obviously you seek to provide the best you can for them; then you seek the best situation to look after your old age. 

But throughout this whole process what actual control do you have on it? To look at the very early stage – in fact before life on Earth actually commences – what control do you have with regard to whom you are; where you live and so on? On the face of it these are all completely random events, but actually a lot of planning has gone into a life, prior to its actual conception

There will be a reason for a life; there will be a plan – more sophisticated for the more evolved individual, which would determine the required experiences and preferred outcomes; you will select your parents; you will agree in many cases to a plan – in some cases a very detailed one: all of these things will happen prior to any life existing

And then once life commences; okay in the early years no one would suggest that there is much control to be exerted over the existence by the individual, but surely as soon as the individual is capable of interacting with other human beings, and becoming part of society, the belief is strongly there that he or she then “controls” that life. 
But what does this actually mean? What events are you actually controlling - what situations are you in charge of? We would suggest that the reality is that you have the ability to choose – you have free will. And this applies especially at the key points in your life where key decisions need to be made. These will determine particular outcomes, and can change the direction of a life, and they may – depending on how well or badly the choice is executed – they may negate to a great extent the purpose 
This really is the nub of the whole paper Matthew; the essence of this point is that actually the individual only experiences the illusion of the ability to control, due to his or her ability to exert free will. As we’ve stressed before there is no obligation to gain any of the pre-determined objectives or experiences from a life. 

A life can be – and many thousands of lives are – a total failure, in that the individual has not engaged with the pre-arranged process at all. Free will enables the individual to wander all over the place, and pay no attention to the agreed objectives; there is no obligation you see

A key role is played throughout the whole process by one’s guides, who will constantly be providing nudges and whispers and intuitive tweaks if you like, in an attempt to suggest or encourage certain types of activity over others. People may refer to this as “gut feel” or indeed intuition; many will ignore it and believe that they know better; some not so
Without wishing to paint too depressing a picture of the situation, we would ask that individuals reflect upon their situation; upon their life experience and reflect upon their true ability to control situations. Control is an illusion; it is a very powerful illusion; it is an illusion which the vast majority of people buy into freely and enthusiastically, but nonetheless it has very little to do with determining the outcome of the individual’s experience
