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Good evening Matthew, this is another senior member of the Energy Team. You will notice that my vibrations are very fine and cause you some discomfort; this is not easy for us either. We will necessarily keep these transmissions brief

You have been reading about the lifeforce. This is of particular relevance to the new electrical energy as the lifeforce and the geomagnetic force, which is used to generate this power, are very similar in nature. The issue which we want to discuss briefly is the location of the nodes; the sites at which these nodes are located are of particular archaeological and historical interest; both in this country and in other countries around the world

It is no co-incidence that sites which have particular spiritual significance, and have been the sites for the construction of various stone circles for example, or other places of worship; its no co-incidence that these are the sites at which the naturally occurring geomagnetic forces are particularly strong

So you can see already a conflict is arising here. This will cause no problems in the early stages when you do the development work. However, when you get to the point where you are looking to extend these real working sites, and construct them around the country, there will be considerable resistance to locating these generating sites if you like, directly on top of places which are of great archaeological and historical significance. 
It is unfortunate that these in many cases are one and the same site, but it is not surprising. These would have been built by particularly enlightened individuals or groups, who were keenly aware of the special significance of the location. 

So this is yet another little wrinkle if you like which needs to be sorted out along the way. One which will cause some conflict and heated argument we are sure; we are also certain that a sensible resolution will be found to these potential disagreements
