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Good morning Matthew this is your energy team again. Today we’d like to talk to you about the nature of the energy regarding its use and storage.

There will need to be facilities constructed locally which will enable this new electricity to be stored against future demand if you like. This will operate in a completely different way to the way your power supply operates today

Today you have a fully integrated national system, where demand in one area is able to be fulfilled by diverting available supplies from another part of the grid. This will not apply in the near future, as this electrical energy will not be suitable for transmitting long distances as you know. Your national transport system, high voltage system, will not apply and in fact will rapidly fall into disuse. 

There will be apparatus - crudely speaking equivalent to enormous batteries if you like - a cellular storage system which will be constructed adjacent to each of the sites of supply, which will have the facility to store a large quantity of energy, in a very useable form, which will then be able to be ‘drawn off’ as it were as demand requires it

The nature of this new electricity is that it’s for local use, and as such there will be many nodes where this local supply is made available. As you discussed at your recent meeting; we‘re talking about the supply for a small locality which may involve a few towns. This is the nature of this supply of new electricity. So storage capacity is going to be an issue and will be an integral part of the equipment which is assembled at each point
There will need to be some considerable advances in the nature of storage. This information however will come down to you alongside that which details the main components of the facility itself. So this is just another small piece of the jigsaw Matthew. We are choosing to transmit in this fashion – snippets of information, very particular information about various aspects, and this we will continue to do.
