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Matthew good evening this is Zorovan. Thank you for coming back and working with us again. We‘ve come back to talk to you further about the geophysical upheavals and mostly about their consequences

As you know there are a number of interesting knock-on effects which will come from the geophysical activity which is soon to be upon you. Probably none which is more exciting or important than the effect of the enormous amounts of volcanic ash, which the sequence of volcanoes around the world will pump into the upper atmosphere

We should say at this stage that the vast majority of this volcanic ash will stay in suspension in the atmosphere at a great height, so the impact on mankind on the surface of the earth – the direct impact on individuals will be relatively minor. There may be some respiratory problems for a few but; due to the fact that the vast majority of the material is suspended in the atmosphere the direct side effects for individuals will be really quite slight
However, much more important will be the impact on the intensity of the sun’s rays during this period. The period we are talking about will certainly span two growing seasons in the northern hemisphere, possibly a third will also be affected. During this period the effect of the suspended ash will be to cut out a significant part of the sun’s rays, and prevent them from reaching the surface of the earth. 
Now there will be a number of knock-on effects from this, but certainly the most important will be the impact upon the process of photosynthesis; the process by which all vegetative matter effectively grows. Because the reduction in the intensity of the sunlight will be such that the photosynthetic process will be severely disrupted, which will mean in effect that a large number of plants, and obviously food crops are included in this, will be unable to grow
This sounds very alarming and of course it will have a serious impact on all vegetation; it will also a serious impact on the ability of man to grow crops for food. And so there will be severe food shortages. But it should be mentioned at this early stage that the effect of the reduction of intensity of sunlight will not be uniform across all types of vegetables, crops, or plants

There will be those that are quite unable to cope with this dim sunlight and they will effectively be removed from the growing cycle for this period of time. There will be others however which will not be as severely affected and others again which will not appear to suffer in any great way due to this reduction in intensity of the light

So what we are trying to say is that whilst there will definitely be shortages of certain types of foodstuffs; other types of food material will be able to fill the gap, and so whilst there will be a severe impact, the way to mitigate the effects of this will be to switch away from certain types of crop for the two or perhaps three growing seasons, and to invest more time and effort in growing those which are capable of effectively weathering this storm
This effect will be relatively short-lived, and yes certain types of food will become very scarce, and the gap will need to filled by other crops and plants which are able to withstand this dimming

So the impact on photosynthesis will be severe but it will not be uniform; there will be ways around this. We will make information available to you when it’s appropriate regarding the types of crops and plants which are more able to withstand this period, and this information will be for you to make available to those who are able to make use of it. 

Of course this event will be quite shocking to many and incomprehensible in its nature. There will be those who believe that this will cause widespread famine – it won’t in fact; it will just require some ingenuity and flexibility amongst mankind in order to mitigate the more serious effects. 

There will also be a serious impact on the availability of food when the shift of the axis of rotation occurs, as this will compound the problem by preventing large quantities of material – obviously not just food but other materials as well – from being transported around the globe
