                        1     The Outer Atmosphere

We are the Deva from the furthest limits of the Earth, from the outer edges of the atmosphere. We form the rarest part of the element of air at its highest level.

We come now to illustrate the conditions to be found at the Earth’s furthest point of influence. At that distance the earth’s power is quite weak, so only by using the accumulated layers beneath us, can we maintain any grounding or contact with the earth at all.

Our main influence, therefore, is with the planets and, more especially, with the moon. We are powerfully influenced by the moon and to a lesser extent by the planets, and more weakly still, by the other stars. The sun on the other hand, although very powerful, passes through us without impinging on us at all.

We are, therefore, lunar and planetary energies rather than solar energies and it is from these areas that we derive our cosmic influence. We are able to transmute the vibrations from these areas into more earthly frequencies that can then be filtered down through the lower levels of the atmosphere. In this way the influence of the moon and the planets can reach you, indirectly, through us. We are like an aerial protruding into the cosmos, which is able to tune into these influences and conduct them down through the denser layers of atmosphere, to the Earth itself.

However, our role is to act both as a receiver and also as a transmitter. We also broadcast the collective thoughts generated by mankind and the other elementals on earth. So our role is that of a two-way communicator. 

Moonlight is completely different in character from sunlight. The sun provides the lifeforce, but the moon deeply affects us in a different way: it vibrates strongly with the thinner layers of the atmosphere to form a blanket of vibrations around the earth to protect and control it. Like silver lining round a globe, it helps to keep harmony within the sphere and prevents the energies from escaping. It transmutes the incoming energies to a level that can be comfortably perceived by man and the other kingdoms. Man would not be able to respond to the direct psychic power from the moon and the planets. Radio transmissions cannot be heard until converted to audible sound by a radio receiver. We act like a radio to convert transmissions into vibrations that man can receive.

The significance of the lunar transmissions is that they influence man’s soul. They are soul influences rather than solar influences. Solar energies are direct and man in turn responds directly to them for both energy and growth. However, continuous exposure to this energy can be too intense and would tend to stunt growth rather than promote it. Continuous exposure to lunar energy, on the other hand, causes no problem because it is filtered by us and transmuted to a form of power that man can sustain.

At the time of the full moon, the sun and moon align to produce the greatest effect. At this time we complement the sun’s influence and the negative exactly balances the positive. Man is then able to receive the most powerful influence. At other times the influence may be equally strong but the imbalance causes you to be influenced unevenly. 

You are lunar beings and should respond to the lunar cycle, but because man has become far removed from his elemental roots he does not recognise his ‘lunacy’. The elementals, however, can react directly, so that animals, plants, crystals and rocks all respond to the lunar cycle. They can respond to the harmony that we transmit when the influence of the moon and sun is exactly in balance at the full moon. Lunacy is the natural order.

We also control the cycles of the earth indirectly, as well as directly. The tidal influence that surges through the earth affects both the normal tides of the oceans and also a lesser-known underground current of magma. At the very core of the earth there is a flow of magma, which is intimately affected by the lunar cycle and is, as yet, undiscovered. Perhaps within the next 10-15 years probes deep underground will discover and measure this magmic ebb and flow. This subterranean tide pulses through the earth like a heartbeat to such an extent that man is intimately affected by it.
