2012 – What’s the significance of the date?

Good morning we’ve come to talk to you about 2012 which will become a focus of great interest especially as the date is likely to be seized upon by your media and all sorts of distortions will be published and broadcast 
However, let’s explore the core of the truth of what’s happening here: it’s quite simple really. 2012 is a very important date but it doesn’t have the cataclysmic qualities which many of your media would have you believe: quite simply it represents the end of a cycle of evolution. It is the end of the current cycle and the beginning of the new cycle; this is the new golden era which you allude to very strongly in your website. So all talk of Armageddon is total distortion. It’s simply the end of a cycle; a cycle through the zodiac signs of the heavens

It’s a period of some 26,000 years which sounds like a log period of time and in relative terms it is. So it’s a very significant point and it’s something which a lot of Mayan literature, especially their calendar, was very much focused upon, for our benefit in order to illustrate the importance of this period
So, what we would say is it’s important to understand that no future event is ever able to be 100 per cent fixed in stone; 100 per cent guaranteed to happen. The system quite simply works on probability theory in that at any given point there exists a number of potential outcomes, and each of these potential outcomes has a probability attached to it as to how likely it is that that is the route down which we go

So this is an extremely important juncture and there are various possible outcomes.
