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Good morning matthew this is Zorovan. Thank you for coming back and asking this question. This is a very important topic and one that a great many people misunderstand, as there is unfortunately an awful lot of misinformation in circulation about the nature of the soul and about reincarnation 

Over the centuries a great many groups have developed their own myths and their own particular teachings around these concepts, and we would ask you to bear in mind that even the Church of Rome back in the early days was fully accepting of the concept of reincarnation, and unfortunately over the centuries, as they have sought to more clearly define their doctrines, much of this material has been removed. So you can see that even the established mass religions of the world have sought over the centuries to redefine and reassess their approach to this very important concept. 

So as things stand today very very few individuals at all across the globe would accept the concept of reincarnation. Many would entertain the idea but treat it if you like as a myth: it has no basis in truth as far as they are concerned. Of course it’s very difficult for anyone like you Matthew to argue the case from a position of empirical evidence as this obviously is absent

However, we would like to paint the picture as it is. We don’t intend to go into great detail; we intend to give you the overview which we have done before in previous papers, but we understand that this question will continue to arise because a great many individuals are seeking clarification

So probably the best way of thinking about the soul is to really see it as a receptacle. To forget its energetic qualities; forget its composition; forget the finer aspects of it, but to view it simply as a space in which the information, wisdom and experience which is gained through lives in matter is retained. 
So see it as a large jar if you like, and at the end of each life experience; at the end of each incarnation, there is a process which is undertaken to sift through the experiences and the goings-on of the life which has just ceased, and in doing so the material which is beneficial for the growth and development of the soul is retained
So according to the life that the individual has led, there will be a greater or lesser amount of “material“ which is extracted and then deposited in this jar – the jar we are calling the soul

So after many lives there will be if you like a mixture, a composition of a large number of experiences, a great amount of knowledge and wisdom, which will accumulate. This is really what is known as the Higher Self. The Higher Self of the individual is simply the essence of the retained material from subsequent lives. 

During every incarnation each time an individual descends into matter, a small portion of the Higher Self is implanted if you like into that individual. However it is incumbent upon the individual during each subsequent life to invest as much time and effort as possible in raising his or her understanding; in raising his or her level of consciousness; in raising his or her vibrations

So the sad thing about modern life matthew is that whilst very little of what we’ve just described to you is recognised at all, there is also almost no effort from the vast majority of individuals to engage in the process, because the only purpose for a sequence of lives in matter is to gain the wisdom and the experience and knowledge, which then is retained after each life, and poured into the jar which is the soul. There is very little recognition of this so subsequently there is very little effort on the part of the vast majority of individuals to engage in this process

But this after all is the only reason for being in matter; it is the only reason that human beings descend into matter in the way that they do: to gain this experience and wisdom. So one could say that to a great extent the purpose of life in matter has been lost. 

But we would like to add at this stage that all is not lost because the purpose of the period of intense change, which the Earth and all human beings are experiencing, is to reinstate a strong sense of spiritual purpose into mankind. He has over the centuries moved further and further away from his true spirituality, from his true self; to the point where the vast majority of individuals are completely alienated from any true sense of purpose, and there is very little attempt on the part of institutions to reinstate anything approaching this. 
So this to a great extent is the objective if you like of all the work that is being done by all the driving energies, to reconstruct a new era, to put in place a new beginning where many of the understandings, much of the awareness that was in place not so long ago, will be gradually reinstated; much of it through an intuitive process
So the rather purposeless busy approach to life which one can see all around will change. Those individuals who find this extremely difficult may choose to take time out and to make way if you like for others more in tune with this process, and more accepting of it, and you will see – you are seeing – a return to Earth of a great many individuals who have a wealth of knowledge and experience. They’re returning: the sole purpose being to assist mankind and the Earth through this difficult process of adjustment
There will come a time in the not too distant future, when these concepts of reincarnation and the soul and so on will be broadly accepted as the truth, as the way that things really are; this is a little way off. Rest assured that the spiritual or psychic awareness and abilities and connection of mankind are very much in the ascendancy, and this really is the focus of the coming ten or twenty years. This rapid period of turbulent change will reconnect man with his true purpose
