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Matthew good evening this is Zorovan. Thank you for coming back again and for asking what is a very important question, because employment in the new era is going to have to be viewed completely differently to the way it is now. People are going to have to measure their success or otherwise in ways which are not entirely linked to the job that they perform

So to take a couple of steps back: the situation will develop where there will be growing pressure on supplies of energy – all types of energy across the board – and the changes in employment are going to be to a great extent precipitated by the fact that you are at the end of an era of abundant almost free energy of all types

So if we look for example at a couple of different industries: firstly travel. At present almost everyone in developed countries has access to competitively priced travel options, be they within the country where they live or international. Indeed one is able to cover large distances and spend a lot of time travelling around very cheaply. This of course is almost entirely due to 
the fact that the fuel so necessary for this activity is available at what is really a ridiculously cheap price 

This period of enormous consumption of fossil fuel will be viewed in a short while as having been extremely profligate, but of course it’s something that’s extremely difficult to control or moderate in any way, especially where a free market applies

So a large number of travel facilities, travel companies and cheap airlines have sprung up in the last few decades and a vast quantity of international travel is undertaken simply due to the fact that the energy is available in sufficient quantities at the correct price to facilitate this: this is all about to change
The disruption to fuel supplies through the geophysical upheavals is going to be severe and it will come as a great surprise – it will come indeed as a shock. The price spikes will throw the international travel industry into complete disarray. Quite quickly it will cause prices to have to rise steeply which will mean that individuals, holidaymakers and business travellers will very quickly revise their travel plans and the numbers of people moving around in this way will fall significantly, which will undermine many of the certainly smaller companies providing this service, and will to a great extent remove the economy of scale which is enjoyed by so many at present

This will cause the whole industry to shrink quite considerably, and as this happens it will cause unemployment and of course this is the point, and it is a vicious circle to an extent. As more people become unemployed because demand for international travel falls away then fewer and fewer people will deem it necessary to take a holiday abroad, which will cause this sector to crumble from within

Another sector which is very interesting is financial services or banking and the like, which currently employs millions across the globe, and which just recently has not received a particularly good press, especially as a small number of individuals have caused the demise of some of the largest and most established financial institutions due to activities which a great many individuals would find too complicated to comprehend
However these activities in the banking and financial sector have not stood up to scrutiny and they have caused enormous problems which have rippled down to the individual in the street. The fact is matthew that if the service or product provided by a company or group or institution, is of no inherent value to the individual into the future, then it will eventually disappear
This of course will not happen overnight; it certainly won’t happen over a couple of months, but over the coming years certainly you will see massively powerful international banking groups, which have come together through acquisition and merger over many years, fragment. They will break down into component parts. Large chunks of them will cease to exist at all. 

If you recall the whole international component of life on the planet will come under increasing pressure. Large institutions will break up – many will fail. So with this situation you will find that large areas of international finance will start to reduce in size; they will shed a great many employees over a short period, and as international travel and business becomes less and less viable then these arms of the financial institutions will effectively wither, and many of them will die

So you may be asking yourself at this stage – well what on Earth are people going to do for a living? The answer is they will perform roles or do work which is firstly almost certainly going to be much closer to where they live. The society of the future is a localised one as you know. So many of the large conglomerates and corporations which currently exist will break down to much smaller groups, and these groups will then employ individuals on a ‘local’ basis. 

There may be a very much reduced demand for individuals at these places of employment, but many of the sub-groups of the larger institutions will survive in one shape or another. There will be a demand for many of the products and services. However in many cases large organisations will disintegrate and cease to exist
So many individuals will find themselves unemployed in the current understanding of employment, because employment is going to have to change; one’s view of employment is going to have to change. This will happen across the board

Many more people will be involved in food production for example. The ability to import large quantities of food will eventually fail and it’s going to be important that food production at home is kept at sensible levels, and there is going to need to be quite a large increase in people involved in this

So there will be a shift, a downsize if you like away from the large employers which you see currently around the globe, many of which will break back down to their original companies if you like. They will deliver sensible products and services for the individual within the country where they operate. There will be very little activity across international borders 

People will need to re-evaluate the way they look at work. Many will find this extremely difficult matthew as you know yourself - you’ve found it very difficult to adjust at all in this way. There will be opportunities in new areas which will spring up and to a great extent individuals will have to find their way through this if not on their own, then in small community groups, because the whole shape of work in the future will be different, essentially driven by the energy crunch initially, which will make so many activities uneconomic. Then more latterly the changes to the way the Earth actually operates, which will render much of what individuals do currently from day to day unworkable
