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Space
We come to you from a great distance, from the furthest regions, because we are not really part of this Universe at all.  We are the element of space.   We form the medium through which all other activities must take place and we do not find his communication easy.
We have no specific day-to-day role like the other elementals.  For centuries we have simply been an inert medium – but that is not always the case.  We can now begin to be of use once more because, as the changes start to happen, we will be able to transmit the new energies.
Normally we conduct the other energies fairly impassively without involvement, but when required, we have the ability to transmute these energies like a transformer; we can change their vibrational level rather like adjusting the voltage.  We do not generate or control this power but we can change the frequency that you receive. 
We come to you now because you can receive us and understand what we have to say.  We have an overall consciousness but, because we do not generate any energy ourselves, you will not be able to see us.   So we are rather a stranger amongst the elements.
All planets have an aura, or electrical field, around them which we are able to influence.  These auras are a combination of energies from outside, like the sun and moon, and also from within – the sum of all the Earth energies.  We are the medium through which all these energies must be transmitted.  We are also the medium in which the planets have to exist, so we have influence in two different ways.
Space was a product of the original creation just as much as matter.  Physical space has an etheric counterpart just as material objects do, and this must exist before the physical universe can materialise.  Space and matter were created at the same time, but non-physical, or etheric, space existed before that.  Try to think of the ‘idea’ of space and the ‘idea’ of matter.  Visualise a chunk of ice in which are suspended small specks of matter which might represent the planets.  The ice is really only solidified water vapour so if physical space is like the ice, there are at least two alternate, refined versions of space.  We are the refined form of space.
Like the Earth, the whole Universe is also changing rapidly.  The Earth is changing more physically because it is here that life takes on its physical form.  Other galaxies also have life but this does not manifest in the same physical form as on Earth. Changes there are less physical than on Earth, but because you all affect each other, they are very concerned with the changes taking place here.  You are not a completely separate planet; you are more like one cell of a human body where nothing can be independent from the whole.
  You can now understand that you need an awareness of the whole Universe, not just of this Earth.
