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Good morning matthew this is Zorovan; we haven’t worked with you for some time now. We are pleased that you’ve some back to ask this question

So regarding the geophysical upheavals we’ll take a step back. We know that you are watching the situation closely, and we maintain that without any doubt whatsoever you are now in the second phase. There is going to be a powerful sequence of events coming up soon, both seismic leading to volcanic, which will catch the attention as they will be featured very prominently in the media

As to whether these events will be occurring within the UK; we would suggest that this is unlikely. You may experience earth tremor, or minor earthquake activity from time to time; there will not be any volcanic activity. But that having been said, whilst there may not be any immediate impact from geophysical upheaval type of activity within your country matthew, i.e. the UK, the knock-on effects of many other events occurring around the world will be felt very strongly
And bear in mind also, if we move away from the geophysical activity for a moment, that the effects of climate change will be felt very strongly within Britain, and also of course the effects of the ongoing and more and more serious financial and economic woes, which are developing around the world; these will be felt very strongly within the UK
So although you have this situation currently where economically and financially it would appear Britain is in a strong position, do bear in mind that the inter-connectedness in this area is really key, and it will be the Achilles heel, especially for those nations who believe they have done the right thing and are looking after their economies and finances. They will inadvertently be sucked into this because of the inter-connected nature of global finance
So whilst we would say that there will be very limited upheaval activity which will immediately affect the British Isles, the knock effects of the geophysical activity which occurs elsewhere around the globe, will be increasingly felt within the UK

For example, whilst the UK will not experience any direct major volcanic activity, it will certainly be affected very seriously by the increasing amounts of volcanic ash which are suspended in the upper atmosphere 

As you know these will come together to cause what matthew has dubbed the ‘dim period’, which will be the effect of the ash in blocking the wavelengths of light which are necessary for photosynthesis to take place. So this ‘dim period’ caused by volcanic activity will have consequences around the globe, and the ability of crops and plants to photosynthesise will be affected as much in the UK as in other crop growing areas around the world

So in a way its useful to perhaps take a step back and take the view or come away with the view that the problems, issues or events which are going to occur over the coming few years are going to perhaps physically occur within a very specific location around the globe, but due to the nature of the way man is currently living, the knock-on effect of these events will be widespread, and will be felt among all the populations of the world
So hopefully that is a useful way of viewing things. It is unfortunate that some particular nations will perhaps bear the brunt of the geophysical activity due to their location, although you will see a good many of these events occurring away from the locations where you would normally expect them, but it is the case that the effects of these in some cases very powerful and damaging events will be felt very widely and in many cases a long way away from their immediate location
