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Good afternoon Matthew this is Brahmani; the vibrations will calm down in a moment. Welcome back we are pleased to be talking to you in this way, and as you said just now, we’d like to encourage your friends to contribute to the discussion in any way that’s appropriate, and to query any of our answers to obtain further information. So if you would like to lead the way…
I’d like to begin by asking the following question: after the financial uncertainty is over in Europe, will economies return to how they were before?

And I’m sure this is a question which a great many people will be interested in hearing the answer to, because things are becoming quite difficult aren’t they, and it really is that the problems which emerged in 2007/2008 haven’t gone away. So essentially it’s symptomatic of the same malaise; it’s just an ongoing issue which is now becoming more acute

Whereas before perhaps the issue was essentially with banks and finance; now it’s moved on hasn’t it; it’s moved on to sovereign debt; it’s moved from a banking crisis to a sovereign debt crisis, and nowhere is this more acute at present than Europe 

Well we could talk to you about this for quite a long time, but the first thing to understand probably is that this is one of a series of changes which the world is going to experience. This disruption which you are seeing currently in Europe is quite acute in one or two countries at present, but it will become much more acute over a short period of time because some of the fundamental drivers are now either depressed or absent; and when we say fundamental drivers we mean demand and growth – economic growth 

You will hear this comment from many experts who are observing the situation, because it is a very big deal for the global situation that Europe should resolve these current problems. But however they re-arrange the pack of cards matthew, it will eventually collapse, because the growth in national economies which would be if you like the “get out of jail free” card is now absent, and you’ve seen just in the last few days that this issue with growth has been addressed by senior commentators and authorities 

They recognise the fact that the absence of this factor is probably the most serious aspect of all of this, because if it were the case that national economies – the European economy, the American economy and others too – were going to move swiftly back to a position of growth then this situation would be able to be resolved

It is not going to be resolved because that circumstance is not going to return. In fact you are now seeing a dismantling of the system. It will be gradual; it will be over an extended period; every so often there will be talk of there being a “vitally important deadline” which if things are not resolved by this date then that marks the end of the whole plot. Well it will not be like that: it will take time, but there will be other factors that come into play

So you are now seeing senior commentators suggesting that the Eurozone will break up – it will. You are not seeing people mention so much that the European Union is under threat – but it is, and you will find that before to long – and this is not many years away at all, perhaps only a number of months – you are going to see pressure coming to bear on the European economies – on the global economy, and this is going to come from an area that is not expected, and is not even foreseen at this stage, and this will be from energy
This is because there are going to be a number of ‘oil shocks’ coming through the system in the next year or so which will knock another nail in the coffin of economic growth and the chances of avoiding recession for a good number of economies
Already the cost of energy globally has been listed as one of the major factors causing the current problem – it certainly hasn’t made life any easier – but you are going to see the price of oil jump due to unforeseen disruption to supply through disruption and damage to infrastructure. Be it drilling, storage or distribution facilities; any or all of these will be involved

There will be a number of these shocks and this increase in the price of oil will have a serious knock-on effect. So you could be forgiven for thinking that the Eurozone crisis as it is currently is solvable, and the situation can be turned around; once you see this further complication and unforeseen event of enormous pressure being exerted on energy – specifically in this case oil – the whole situation will change, because you will then see countries moving quickly into a recession - some moving into perhaps a depression - because the hike in the energy price will simply pile more pressure onto everyone: onto governments; onto companies; onto individuals and the outcome we have to say is not particularly rosy because there are other factors that come into play as you move along through this period of change, and within perhaps three or four years you’re going to see that the situation around the world is going to be perceived in an entirely different way
So we hope that that covers most of the points in which you are interested. Would you like to ask any further questions?

Yes. You’ve mentioned about Europe, but will there be anarchy in Europe to do with this crisis?

Well you could say that you are seeing anarchy in certain parts of Europe at present but it will become much more acute for the reasons we’ve already given. The sovereign debt situation is not going to be solved quickly. You are going to see rather narrow national concerns regarding economies rise to the surface, so the chance of a pan-European type of entity or institution surviving is virtually nil
But what I mean is will there be a free for all within certain countries in Europe? So that the powers that be lose control- utter anarchy
You mean will there be civil unrest? Absolutely there will be civil unrest. You’ve witnessed considerable unrest already in Greece. This type of activity will spread to other countries as more and more austerity is forced upon the populations of these countries, in a way which they perceive as being unfair
So yes absolutely you will see more of this type of activity. it will vary from country to country, but there will be before too long a realisation – and we say before too long but this may be a year or two down the line – people will begin to realise that actually the situation is extremely difficult and precarious and actually to behave in this way – to protest or riot or cause civil disorder – is unproductive
This is because there will be other factors that come into play in a way which nobody would have predicted and probably very few people would actually give any credence to at present 

So it is a mistake to try to look at the situation that is unfolding within the various sovereign nations of Europe in isolation. Its tempting to do so but its probably a mistake because there will be other powerful influences which come into play which will affect the situation very significantly, and will have a direct influence on the perception of the individual, and on the individual’s view of the overall state of his or her country
There will be issues with regard to energy; there will be issues with regard to food availability; there will be issues with regard to all manner of aspects of modern life as you move into the phase where things cease to behave as you would normally expect them to. You will find travel becomes difficult; not only because of the cost of fuel but because of the problems that will arise with guidance and navigation equipment, due to the axis of rotation shift, which will be miniscule and won’t be felt by individuals 
All these other factors will come into play, so to come right back to the question at the outset. Yes you will see more civil disorder especially as people are forced to live with more austerity, but before too long it will become apparent that there is much more going on here than meets the eye: there is something seriously wrong; things are now different to how to they used to be just recently, and eventually this will cause people to - funnily enough this will cause societies to bind more closely together…
So that will help the shift in consciousness?

It will absolutely help the shift in consciousness: the problem is getting to that point
And how long and how far away we are…

Absolutely that is the case, because as we’ve said to Matthew before, there is a risk of delay: the risk of delay is down to fear. Fear causes resistance and resistance causes delay. So it’s important that as many individuals as possible are made aware of the totality of what is going on. In other words try not to view this simply as an attack on your pension; on your living standards; or your weekly wage. Try to see it in a more holistic way, and the more people who can see the whole picture – and not just see that it appears to be an attack on the individual’s way of life and living standard – that’s very important because then when other factors crop up and drop into the mix – as they will do soon – the likelihood of fear becoming endemic is going to be able to be mitigated 
The problem with fear is its contagious and there will be a good number of individuals who will simply not cope with what is coming. We know that matthew is struggling with the breadth and depth of the changes that we talk to him about regularly, but rest assured that these are coming down the line, and they are going to cause a great deal of discomfort for a large number of people

But, if the level of fear can be contained and controlled, then the resistance will be manageable and the delay should not be serious. So as we say what appears to be chaotic at the front end – and indeed is chaotic at present – will intensify but once a large number of individuals have taken on board the fact that actually this is much more than just a little bit of economic disruption, it’s much more than just economic and financial – its across the board
But how will the people that actually make decisions, how will they come to arrive at that situation – of course it has to happen…

Sorry, when you say that do you mean senior politicians?

Senior politicians absolutely…
They will over time, their influence and control will diminish. This is one of the aspects of the changes that many people struggle with, but you are going to see a complete departure from what is currently being feted as the world’s future – i.e. globalisation. The situation will revert to what we will call ‘localisation’. Quite simply because large institutions, large organisations, multinational corporations and the like are going to come under unbearable pressure to break up; to break down to their component parts
This will happen to companies; this will happen to institutions; this will happen to the State. So you are going to see a break up of centralised control and government power. This will happen over a period of time, and this will happen within your lifetime. You’ll see the fact that people will take it upon themselves in local communities to make decisions; to get things done 

This is what we are saying about the fact that societies and local communities will bind more closely together, once they realise that actually there isn’t any other option. The centralised State, central authorities, government are not going to be able to help them. Because you are going to be faced with a situation where there is a high level of unemployment, especially amongst the most developed and advanced nations. Unemployment could be at thirty, forty perhaps fifty per cent in some nations

So you are going to see a large number of individuals without an income; you’re going to see the income of the state massively reduced because tax receipts will reduced both from corporations and from individuals, and in addition to this you are going to see unbearable pressure through the benefit system – in countries where that applies – because the demand for support for the individual will become unbearable: the system will be unable to cope
It’s barely able to cope now in Britain where Matthew lives at the present day. It will come under unbearable pressure because receipts to the State are going to fall away but the pressure on the State is going to increase
So you are going to see a complete re-focus of life if you like away from centralised authority. Globalisation is going to break up. Large multi-nationals with offices and factories all across the globe are going to break up. The useful parts of these large operations will be retained

This is not a blueprint for total anarchy; we don’t want to give that impression. Do bear in mind that these changes will occur over time, and as you’ve already seen, people are now comfortable – if that’s the right phrase – with the idea that banks are not totally safe. They are becoming aware that actually the banking system is fragile, which if you’d mentioned a few years ago to people they would have said no they didn’t believe it. They would have thought the banks to be absolutely fire-proof, and nothing could shake them in the way that the crisis in 2008 did
So you are seeing things change. And you will see the pace of change quicken, because one of the factors of this period is that time will appear to be compressed: an awful lot will happen in a short period of time. You are already seeing this with regard to the Eurozone crisis
So there are many factors that come into play here, what it’s not going to be is a complete collapse of society and mob rule and anarchy. It is not going to be like that, because its going to happen over a period of time; its going to happen in a way where changes will be taken on board and assimilated and accepted and understood; then the next level of change will come, so it will click around from one level to the next to the next; people will adjust to the pace of the change
It’s quite exciting really…

It’s exciting – it depends on your perspective. Some people will view it as exciting and challenging and look forward to it. Others, with a completely different outlook on life, - perhaps more conservative with a small ‘c’ – will see it as threatening, unpleasant and unnecessary. 

So you will find those who will embrace the change and say “this is long overdue; the system is completely out of kilter, it works only for a very few people; we’ve needed this change for a long time” – and we would say that’s fair comment

Others will say “I’ve worked all my life for this; this is mine; this is fairly mine; I’m not going to release it; I’m not going to let go of it; I’m going to fight this tooth and nail”

And you will find all the different shades in between as well. So it entirely depends on your view of life, which you will see as nations crumble, and dictatorships and centralised administrations come under this pressure – as you’ve already seen in the Middle East – you will see that some are more pragmatic and will change their approach and attitude quite quickly to try to avoid being deposed: others will simply slug it out toe to toe
And that’s the fear isn’t it…

And you will see everything across the whole spectrum. Some will be very relaxed and recognise it for what it is, accept it and run with it…

So, it’s a shift of consciousness of the people who make the decisions at government level…
It is, it’s a shift in consciousness of world leaders and senior politicians, but it’s also a shift in consciousness of every living individual, every animal, every plant, even every mineral, and also all the beings who reside elsewhere. All of the other races if you like; ‘Beings from Space’ as Matthew would call them. They are intimately involved in this as well. So it is a shift in consciousness which is across the board – right the way across the board. And this is why its so important because it is a change – a step up which is necessary – its long overdue for mankind, but its necessary for everybody else in order for them to move on, because if mankind drags his feet and this doesn’t happen for decades, which is a very very slim possibility, then this holds up proceedings for everybody else
So it is very much the case that it’s a shift in consciousness for world leaders, but everybody will experience the shift and youngsters being born into the world now are coming in with a subtly different programming, they are arriving on the planet with the latest release of software so to speak, and that might sound flippant but might accurately describe the situation because they are not going to put up with the things the way they are. 

The are not going to put up with the inequality around the world; they are not going to put up with the gross imbalance of resources and reserves around the world; they are not going to put up with the “us and them” mentality; they are not going to put up with the way in which the planet is desecrated for economic growth or any of these things
So it’s going to be a complete change in the way humans view life and everything around them. It is much broader but it obviously does involve the leaders as well

So if there’s nothing else to ask at this stage, we thank you for your questions and concern. We hope the picture we’ve painted is not too bleak because it should be seen that this is being done for all the right reasons you might say, although as we mentioned there are many individuals who will take you to task over that…
It’s for the greater good

Exactly the greater good, although a few things have to be dismantled and some discomfort experienced before arriving there…
