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Good morning Matthew, we are so pleased that you’ve chosen to return at this particular moment, but it’s of course no coincidence is it. The situation there on Earth is starting to become quite difficult, the virus has gripped the world really, and your country appears to be lagging behind; this won’t be the case for long. The infection rate there in the UK will soon jump to a much higher level 
But we haven’t come to talk to you about Covid19 as it’s now known. We’ve come to talk to you about the overall situation. You’ve been out of the loop for quite some time. Nothing in effect has actually changed, but what we would say now is you are most definitely at the start point of the main phase of deconstruction 

If you remember we gave you this information many years ago, it was the first document that you received from us; it came in a number of parts and described aspects of what we are calling ‘deconstruction’. We don’t call it ‘destruction’ for a very good reason, because it’s not meant to be a destructive phase, its meant to be a phase which gradually makes the individual aware of how life is going to be in the future, without causing too much unnecessary harm or pain or discomfort
That said there are of course a number of aspects to this phase. It’s a long phase. This is a number of years now Matthew, this is not happening over night. But the virus problem which you are now encountering is going to have a major impact on the global economy, and of course it’s the economy as you know that is at the centre of all the changes, because this is really the driving force behind the way human beings are living today, and this is what has to be dismantled. But it has to be dismantled with a degree of sympathy and understanding, because otherwise the shocks are too great 

The shocks will be to some people too much to bear, especially the older people who are less inclined to change. The youngsters however will see this to a great extent as an opportunity, an opportunity to implement all sorts of changes and to embrace a different way of living, which they know intuitively is where we have to go 
So what you are seeing at present is a large number of companies and corporations that are already in trouble, because of the precipitous fall in activity, demand and consumption. This will not go away as this is now the opening shot which has been fired in the ‘deconstruct’ phase
It will not happen overnight obviously. It will take months and years for this dismantling to be effective, and of course at times it will seem that everything is picking up, but the global economy is not in a position to shrug this off now. The financial crisis of ten years ago had already weakened the system considerably. The situation around the world is now going to become quite dire. Unfortunately the knock-on effects of this dismantling or unravelling will include social unrest and of course unemployment

As you were discussing with your brother yesterday, there is a vicious circle in place now, where falling demand causes unemployment; unemployment frightens individuals into spending less and being more conservative with their disposable income; demand falls further and unemployment falls further. This is a cycle now of lack of activity which is going to undermine large parts of the economy, especially those which are of no value

If you remember we spoke to you a long time ago about the types of companies which will quickly disappear. These are the companies that exist in areas that are of no use to mankind. Those which are central and necessary and offer a useful service will survive. They may have to reduce in number, they certainly will have to go into partnership, and their activity levels will drop. This is not going to be complete carnage across the board – nothing of the sort - but it is going to be a drip, drip, drip effect
