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So Matthew, the height of the changes activity is close at hand, and there will not be a country in the world that is unaffected by this. This opening shot, which is all to do with this unpleasant virus, demonstrates beautifully the vulnerability of your modern structures, of modern society, and most of all the interconnected nature of the way you all live

 The idea that this will not in any way influence globalisation is completely untrue. It will mark the beginning of the unravelling of the globalised nature of the way you now live

We’ve said for many years now that your future is in what we would call ‘localisation’, in other words diametrically opposed to the way your lives are lived now

Many will throw their arms up in horror at this idea, thinking that they are going to have a much less rich experience, and that the success of their future lives is dependent upon this global nature of life

But the ability to travel at will across the globe is going to be withdrawn over time. This is but one of the many changes which human beings are going to go through

It is a very complicated picture, which we are going to try to unpick and explain to you gradually in the next documents, but the important thing now is to realise that everything is subject to change. There will be very little left of the current way you are living in one generation’s time. In the space of say thirty years things will have changed completely

It will require an enormous effort and co-operation on the part of human beings to see this through. Confrontation is the modern style, right through from work and sport, to out and out combat. Confrontation is a hopeless approach as it simply stops progress and obscures the true nature of life
Co-operation is the next phase. Co-operation is the positive phase that takes mankind forward and lifts it out of the rut. More on this later, thank you Matthew
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
