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Vegetable Deva 1
We are a totally new energy for you – we are the vegetable kingdom.  I am the overall expression of the vegetable kingdom, i.e. the overview, the over-soul and the motivating force.  I am the logic and the imperative.  I can stimulate the various species and different environmental expressions, but I don’t control any of them.
  Each species has its own logic, its own dynamic, its own energy frequency and its own pattern of evolution and existence.  But they all need to be coordinated, so I am the overarching energy which co-ordinates and tunes the orchestra before the show can begin.  I am the underlying frequency and intelligence on which the whole vegetable kingdom must operate.
The energy that I would like to share with you is quite specific and you have an interesting responsibility to communicate this to the rest of mankind.  In doing so, you are in a unique position to influence people’s understanding about the connectedness of the kingdoms.  You already know a fair amount about the mineral kingdom and you have a strong intuitive connection with the animal kingdom.  The missing link at the moment is the vegetable kingdom.  We hope that during the next few sessions we will be able to explore this connectedness further.
By way of introduction we would like to bring a degree of hope about man’s new role in learning about the nature and essence of the vegetable kingdom.  Until now, mankind has understood the mechanics but not the underlying energy of the vegetable kingdom.  That has been a sad omission, both for vegetable kingdom, and more importantly, for mankind, because he is denying himself a golden opportunity to enhance his own energy system with this communion.  We hope to bring you some understanding of the different aspects of the vegetable kingdom. 
My friends, that is all I wish to say at this stage, but I would like to continue this 
exploration with you in the future.
                                           Vegetable Deva II
We are another expression of the vegetable deva.  We would like to give you a new view of the relationship between mankind and the Vegetable kingdom.  You know, of course, that mankind has always had a close relationship with the plants that he needed to grow for his own sustenance.  This was a two-way process; man gave out energy and, by eating, received it back.  That completed the natural cycle which has existed ever since man first ceased to be a hunter and learned to cultivate the vegetable kingdom.
Contrary to what you might believe, this relationship is alive and well, despite the fact that man now pays such little regard to the food he eats, and despite the fact that he expects crops to grow with no human input, simply by adding chemicals. The relationship between man and his vegetable counterpart is actually as strong as ever and this may surprise you.  In reality, everyone now has a heightened awareness of their connection with the plants and trees of the world.
I come to tell you that you should not despair at the apparent destruction and devastation you have already witnessed and which will continue into the future in an extreme form.  I ask you to be very cautious about adopting a despairing energy, as that energy itself is as destructive as the havoc which you will witness. 
So I ask you to make a positive connection with the vegetable kingdom in the same way that you have with the mineral kingdom.  Create a powerful feeling of energy, growth and life.  Bring a feeling of radiant sunshine, because that is the energy the plant kingdom needs most.  That energy is the vital ingredient.  It does not matter that the people who radiate the energy are not the same people who grow the foodstuffs.  It is sufficient that it takes place.

That is all I wish to say at this stage, as an expression of the general  Vegetable Deva.  It is the message I wish to bring to you in order to keep the vibrational frequency at the correct level.  We will talk to you at a later date in more specific terms.
                                             Vegetable Deva III
We return again for what, we hope, will be a series of discussions with you.  We are of course the Vegetable Deva.  I hope you can recognise us by our colour!  We come to help you to understand what makes the evolution of the vegetable kingdom unique and distinct from the other kingdoms.
The essence of the vegetable kingdom is that we are a harmonious whole and we work closely with all species in conjunction with one another.  We are less individualised than the other kingdoms.  We have a powerful role to play because our history has brought us to a point where the devic essence is driving us forward in harmony.  This means that, as we approach the period of intense change, we will be able to respond universally and collectively to the new frequency. We will not need endless communication or panic measures because our knowledge will be shared universally throughout the world. 
 When we reach the period of transition, when the skies become clouded and darkened for two or three years, we will have to accommodate an abrupt and intense change.  This will mean that much vegetation will die off, seeming to disappear as parts of the world appear to become deserts.  
But the important thing is not be concerned by appearances.  Do not be deceived when it appears that the vegetable kingdom has, to a large extent, withdrawn itself from the planet because, of course, the essential lifeforce continues.  The subtle energy of the plant kingdom has the ability to continue long after the individual plant has died.  This is why herbal medicine remains so powerful long after the plant has died; it allows a remnant of that plant to maintain the original subtle body. 
Mature trees, interestingly, will be able to survive more successfully than the lighter weight grasses and vegetables.  They have a slower life cycle and a slower vibration. They are slower to respond, so a tree can live with poor conditions for five or six years before showing visible signs of distress and for maybe ten years before finally succumbing.  The trees will be well able to make the transition.
The implication of this is that, after a period of two or three years, when the conditions once more become more favourable and when light starts to reach the Earth once more, it will only take a moment for the lifeforce to re-materialise the physical plant forms that had apparently disappeared.
So, within twelve months, or within one season, you will find the vegetable kingdom will spring up in profusion where it had appeared that everything had died.  I bring this as an encouragement and as a measure of the understanding that man needs to hold onto because if you react on the assumption that we have abandoned you, you will make many wrong decisions.  Therefore, what I am saying has an importance far beyond the vegetable kingdom itself.
That, my friends, is all I wanted to say.  As we become more familiar with this strange method of communication I hope to give you more understanding about how we work.  In future we hope to show you how we can combine our evolution with man’s experience of the transition process, because that period of two or three years will give mankind an intense learning experience.  

You will come to realise how deeply interdependent with the vegetable kingdom you are and that in subsequent years a powerful interaction will be needed in order to evolve in ways where we can both flourish.  There will no longer be any room for the idea that man is in competition with the vegetable kingdom, to the extent that he needs to control us or even that he is somehow in charge, able to dispose of us as he chooses.  The vegetable kingdom and mankind are deeply intertwined and an awareness of this interrelationship will become one of the most important lessons for man as he makes the transition to the next stage of evolution.
The immediate trigger mechanism for the transition will be widespread seismic activity; in addition there will be sufficient volcanic activity to throw a great volume of ash into the stratosphere.  This will have the effect of creating a cloud of ash that will change the weather patterns and, together with the loss of light, cause vegetation growth to falter.  But I must repeat that this is not something that will be catastrophic.  It is simply an evolution.
It is very important to know that the ultimate outcome is assured.  Although there is now no question about the outcome, what is in doubt is man’s ability to hold on without despairing during transition, because despair would lead to serious illness.   So, first you need to encourage people to hold onto this inner sense of understanding but, more importantly, we must learn to exchange our energy systems above and beyond simply providing fodder for you.  We actually need to learn how to share energy.  This energy transfer can take place either at the subtle, herbal level or, more excitingly, on a vibrant living level.  Learning to interact with the vegetable kingdom is one of the most important and rejuvenating experiences mankind could wish for.
It is now important for groups like this around the world to broadcast the idea that a shortage of food need not be a disaster.  At the moment, any shortage of food leads to starvation because mankind has not yet learned how to avoid competition.  Instead, people should learn how to be in communion with one another.  There is no overall shortage of food, but there are intense local shortages and that is the problem.  The same situation will persist in future when there is a lack of vegetation.  There will still be enough food provided mankind learns how to co-operate, because we are only talking about a limited period.  Provided you know that it is for a finite period, you can cope.
The problem with the ozone layer is caused by a loss of oxygen generation, not simply by CFC’s.  The balance has been distorted which has resulted in insufficient generation.   After the period when vegetation becomes stunted, there will be an even greater shortage of oxygen and this will precipitate further erosion of the ozone layer and increase the amount of radiation reaching the Earth’s surface.
At that time you will need to learn how to cope both with the effects of reduced oxygen levels and with the resultant radiation.  That is within your powers and you will have a responsibility for teaching others how to change your internal operating frequency.  You will learn how to breathe a reduced atmosphere and how to extract the lifeforce directly from the pranic energy which, of course, has a different frequency from physical air and oxygen.  So you will learn how to live off pranic energy and like this millions of people throughout the world will learn to adapt to the new environment.
                           Vegetable Deva IV
We are the vegetable Deva again; you will notice that we don’t adopt individual identities.   In the past you were in contact with the different entities of the mineral kingdom and they were more specific, more localised and more specialised.  The vegetable deva on the other hand is all-encompassing.  We have many different facets and sub-sections belonging individual species, but we are still a general energy which relates to all living vegetable forms.  
Our energy is beamed out in many directions but each sub-species still draws energy directly from the centre.  This presents an interesting opportunity for you because, by working with any one species, you are actually working directly with the core: also by working directly with the core you are working with the whole vegetable expression.
So, my friends, you now have an opportunity to start working with the vegetable kingdom in a way that was almost impossible until recently.  This is a result of the changes you are experiencing as you become more refined: you are losing many of the coarser frequencies which encumbered you in the past.  Simultaneously, we ourselves are going through a similar transformation.  The central core or furnace of energy is being re-tuned.  As we change the core energy, the energy we radiate out to each sub-species is also refined and re-adjusted.  Every plant and expression of the vegetable species is about to start changing.
From now on, you will find that vegetation will apparently be much more susceptible, much more delicate and more easily influenced by minute changes in the environment.  This sounds like a potential disaster, but it is quite the reverse.              Whereas in the past, individual plants would only respond indirectly and crudely to human input, in the future your interaction will become paramount.  It will not just be important, it will actually become essential.  This is because you will have changed and you will be able to interact more easily and, more importantly, we are changing and we will need your interaction.  So the idea that we could exist in isolation and separate from the other kingdoms as in the past, is no longer an option.
Certainly we are changing and doing what we can to allow you to reach out to us.  Of course the loss of forests throughout the world has created a serious challenge for you.  You have created the problem, but it is through us that the problem has manifested.  We were responsible for generating the safety belt of oxygen surrounding the world.  Now that oxygen is in such danger of depletion, we must become a key ingredient in the recipe for recovery, but without your input we will be powerless.
I therefore ask you to disseminate the idea that we are changing: create an awareness that we can no longer operate on our own and that we are looking for your interaction.  The interaction we are talking about is the connection with the energies that you transmit.  It has many different facets but ultimately, if mankind can learn how to interact correctly with us, we can all thrive.
I would like to paint a mental picture as an example of how things could be in the future, to help you understand the nature of the change and the interaction I am talking about.   I want you to visualise a field which has been neglected.  Visualise a ring of people standing in a circle, maybe half a mile in diameter.  Imagine these people linking hands, and now visualise the energy that the ring can generate.  Imagine the waves of energy reverberating within the circle contained by that powerful human transmission.   I want you to sense the energy that can be transmitted, and also the power of the response generated from the vegetable kingdom within that circle.  Understand how powerful and transforming that response will be.  Understand also how that response will create a total interaction with the human kingdom.
We will give out energy in many different ways.  For example, we can give out direct healing energy so that people within the ring will feel empowered by the reciprocated energy.  More importantly, we will respond by flourishing, by starting to generate oxygen and by providing nutrition, nourishment and sustenance.  I want you to join with me in forming a concrete visualisation of that reality.  If you clearly visualise that potential reality, it has no alternative but to come about.   I hope you understand what I am trying to say: the power and strength of your own visualisation will enable that reality to manifest physically.  You can precipitate the event simply by powerfully visualising the occurrence taking place.
I ask of you, in all humility, to think of us as being part of yourselves.  We hope you understand the purpose of expressing this desire.  We also hope you understand that although this union or interaction is a matter for yourselves, you can actually gain much more than you give. 
 I trust this has given you a taste of how things could be if mankind makes the mental transformation and reaches out to us.  If he does so, I can guarantee, without any reservation, that the response will be a thousand-fold in return.
                              Vegetable Deva V
You will not meet many manifestations of the Vegetable Deva, because we don’t sub-divide in the same way as other devic energies.  In each case it is the same energy that comes to you.  However, on each occasion it will be prudent, and we hope productive, to focus on a different aspect of our functions, behaviour and reasons for existence.
Our energy is difficult for humans to assimilate because we operate on a frequency that is intimately linked with the Earth energy.  Our natural rhythms are those of the Earth.  Our energy pulsates with the Earth, our seasonal variations are those experienced by the Earth and the pull from moon.
Man on the other hand has moved away from that natural rhythm.  He now operates on cultural rhythms rather than the Earth’s rhythm.  His cultural rhythm will begin to create its own cycles of evolution or quiescence.  The vegetable kingdom, on the other hand, maintains the Earth’s rhythmic sequence and will continue to operate in tune with the pendulum swing of its evolution.  That hardly sounds very significant, but as we start to enter the period of changes, man’s cultural cycle will become less stable and its basis will become less universal.  In effect there may be a series of cultural rhythms or norms being observed, but these will not be universal.  They will feel increasingly separated, lacking any feeling of power or energy about them.
So as man becomes isolated and marooned in his own cultural pockets, he will experience the need to reach out to a common cycle or rhythm, towards the common rhythm of the pendulum.  He will reach out towards the vegetable kingdom and connect with the cycles that we operate on.  He will wish to retune to the rhythm of the Earth itself, and we will form a very convenient way for him to do so. 
It is self evident that mankind has removed himself from the need to eat seasonal produce or to work in the seasonal cycles of planting and reaping.  That is not necessarily a bad thing.  If he is able to re-establish his connectedness with the vegetable kingdom, he may still maintain his independence.  This could happen in a number of ways, but the most profitable way is to tune in to the vegetable energy itself.  This can be done quite easily, even in towns, by forming areas or centres of vegetable life, where people can go to focus on, and merge with, the vegetable energy. 

As mankind evolves over the next fifteen to twenty years, the concept of being able to merge your energies with the Earth and the vegetable kingdom will become much more commonplace.  People will go to special places in order to re-tune their clocks, and to focus their energies on the natural rhythms of the Earth, as expressed through the vegetable kingdom.
You have the ability to understand what I am saying and you can transmit this understanding.  You can spread this knowledge to those who can do something with it.  They will need this understanding and they will be in a position to interest other people in growing and cherishing these centres.  By doing this, you will re-create a wonderful connection with the roots that mankind has lost.
                            Vegetable Deva VI
We are the vegetable kingdom again, the energy which suffuses the vegetable world.  I indicated before that we are a unified energy, part and parcel of a single total energy.  So, as I come to you, I am always the same fundamental energy, but choose to address a different aspect of the vegetable kingdom each time.
This evening I would like to address a new area and this concerns the growth of awareness, within the vegetable kingdom, of its own identity.  Over the next 25 years, mankind will go through changes that will completely alter the way that he thinks.  The vegetable kingdom obviously does not have an independent consciousness, but we will also experience a comparable change of consciousness. 

 The consequence of this is that many species will need to evolve quite rapidly or they will disappear.  The evolution of thousands of years will be compressed into 25-50 years.  This is something which could happen in the natural environment but it can happen much more quickly and effectively by working in conjunction with mankind.
We believe that Mankind will transform his need for, and his understanding of, his connectedness with his physical environment.  When this coincides with the vegetable kingdom’s need to evolve, there will be great joy because mankind can then physically help to nurture these new species.  Similarly, with this new understanding, mankind will not mourn the passing of some species that cannot cope with the changing consciousness.  
This new consciousness will stimulate a growth of interaction with the environment.  That is to say, many vegetable species now live and respond only to their individual energy but in the future this will become less confined and more universal.  The consciousness of the vegetable kingdom will become the dominant factor in deciding whether a species will thrive or perish.  So, as man evolves his awareness, he will be able to interact with the growing consciousness of the newly empowered vegetable kingdom.
I hope this demonstrates how any spiritual aspects that now exist within the vegetable kingdom will be magnified many times in the future.  Those aspects which now relate to mankind, in terms of healing or the medicinal powers of herbs and the soil, will also be magnified greatly in the future.  I need not go into the details of this, except to offer you a glimpse of the potential and show you how mankind can enhance his understanding and his ability to interact with the new, empowered consciousness of the vegetable kingdom.  You can understand that there are very exciting times ahead.
                         Vegetable Deva VII
I am the vegetable deva once more, and am very happy to continue this communication because there is so much at stake.  In the past, we have talked about the ways that we can work together.  We have talked about the fact that we are a homogenous whole.  We are not a series of individuals, we are an inter-linking totality and each species is merely a point in that overview.
The idea I would like to offer you this evening is that we, the vegetable deva, have a specific responsibility to the world, namely the responsibility for generating oxygen.  It is the oxygen in the atmosphere which creates the unique environment of this planet and which allows the animal and human kingdoms to exist.  It also allows the vegetable kingdom to manifest in the particular way that it does; it could have existed without oxygen but it has been able to flourish by using the oxygen cycle and by specifically choosing to limit its evolution.
We have chosen a particular evolution in order to generate the environmental conditions needed to allow the rest of the planet to flourish.  This means that we are, to a degree, living vicariously – the achievements and the progression of the animal and human kingdoms are aspects which we appreciate, but which we cannot participate in.  We derive our fulfilment from providing the means whereby this can take place.
Similarly, we also need to evolve with an awareness of the mineral kingdom.  We have to ensure that our energies are totally in unison with of the mineral environment in which we must grow.  So we are the pivot point.  We provide the environment for the animal and human kingdoms, but we also form a link between the human/animal kingdoms and the mineral energies.  
As we enter a new age where interconnectedness will become so important, you will need an awareness of our function and purpose.  Man needs to approach the vegetable kingdom with a new level of awareness because until that happens, it will not be possible to form the deep connections that will be necessary.  This is not simply as a means of generating oxygen for your environment, but also as a channel for connectedness with the rest of creation. 

If you are able to achieve this, your personal potential will be greatly enhanced.  More importantly, you will then be able (and allowed) to progress to the next stage of evolution, because you will be working in coordination with the rest of creation, rather than independently from it.
                         Vegetable Deva VIII
We mentioned that the vegetable deva is a community where every part expresses an aspect.  Now I would like you to consider forming a direct connection with that community.  This will be very important in the future and human input will become paramount in enabling the vegetable kingdom to continue to flourish.
This connection can come about by starting to treat the vegetable kingdom as a whole rather than a manifestation of individual species.  I would like you to consider forming a powerful connection with the whole Vegetable Deva.
Think of each species as being equivalent to your little toe; you would not dream of focusing all your attention on a single toe – you would need to be concerned with the entire person.  As groups and as individuals, try to visualise creating an energy system around the entire vegetable kingdom and then feed the energy into that system.  Instead of focusing energy on one manifestation, you can start to introduce a communion between the species which has sometimes been absent until now.
In the future, when you need to grow food, if you focus on one species at a time, you will fail.  When the time of great shortage comes, you will need to start working with groups of species and treat each group as part of the whole.  You need to understand that groupings have a power and an energy of their own, but you will need to work with individual food sources as a part of larger groupings.  For example, if you are working with vegetables, you will need trees; if you are working with trees you will need grasses; if you are working with grasses you will need root crops.
 You can now understand that monoculture is the worst possible system that could have been evolved.  I ask you to open up your sensitivity in order to understand which species need to be brought together, how their energy can be increased and how the overall energy is triggered by this.
                           Vegetable Deva IX
It is time to understand where we need to go next.  We have explained the basis of the interrelationship of the vegetable energies and we have explored how the vegetable energy is one universal system, operating through a series of sub-species.  As part of the whole system, each part is intimately linked with every other species, so there is no real separation.  That is the situation that has existed up until now.
However, we are going through a transformation and this will change the way the vegetable kingdom responds to the physical environment.  Not only will the environment change, but the way in which the vegetable kingdom can thrive and respond will also change: so there are two variables in this equation.
The important thing to understand is that there is no pre-ordained route mapped out with any degree of inevitability.  We know that we have to change and grow, but we can only grow along the avenues that are open to us.  We cannot force our way through closed doors.  Only when the doors have been opened can we extend our growth into that particular corridor.
What I am trying to say is that we are primarily seeking guidance and encouragement from mankind.  We are looking for some indication of the ways in which he will choose to become involved with us.
In the future, the behaviour that man adopts will affect the way he can develop.  Man needs to become aware of the implications of this for the development of vegetable kingdom as well as for himself.  This naturally has serious consequences for growing food, but it also effects the environment in which you live.  For example, it will become apparent that broad-leafed trees are important for maintaining oxygen generation.  It is also necessary to understand how a mixture of species is important; so you could view growing plants with trees as a harmony where a blend of different species makes it complete.  That is to say, focusing on any form of monoculture will be a mistake. 
There exists an idea that there is a divide between cultivated areas and the wild areas of the vegetable kingdom.  This is not the case.  Over many millennia, we have evolved an intricate relationship with mankind which allows him to interfere with our natural habitat in ways that can sometimes benefit us both; this interference is not wholly destructive.  An example would be in the way that man has developed land for grazing which changes the response of the grasses and this is quite beneficial. 

Mankind could now consider starting to live mainly on vegetables for three reasons.  First of all, he would start to focus on developing a new psychic relationship with the vegetable kingdom.  Secondly, over time, by reducing his dependence on meat, the efficiency of food production is greatly increased and this will become an important factor in the near future.  Last, and not least, meat products will tend to become indigestible in the widest sense.  In the future, as man goes through a process of refinement, animal products will come to seem heavier.  So, in all ways, you will find less and less relevance in eating meat.
You are not necessarily all involved in this work, but it is an idea whose time has come.  It now needs breathing space and, if propagated, would find a ready and willing audience.  We hope that, either directly or indirectly, these ideas can be explored and accepted.
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
