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The Bedrock Energy

         Beneath the sea there is another energy.  It is a submarine and subterranean energy and is primarily concerned with the formation of the continents.  It is now known that land masses are formed by magma welling up from the core of the earth into the deep ocean trenches.  We are the energy that creates the continents in the form that we choose.
