Alienation of the individual in society

Good morning matthew this is Luke, one of your junior team members.

I’m going to be delivering these papers for some time to come. This paper will be to do with the individual

We’ve talked a lot about finance; a lot about the economy. Other members of the team have talked extensively about the geophysical aspects. We have of course mentioned that the ultimate goal of all this activity is really quite a subtle achievement which is the enhancement of man’s spiritual connectedness; man’s spiritual awareness: the raising of man’s consciousness: the ability of man to begin to operate again in some sense of harmony with the surrounding world. 
So that is the objective of all of this upheaval; every aspect of all of this upheaval is focused simply on that. Which in itself Matthew will seem to any who read these documents to be unlikely, because they will see things to be far too serious to have such a simple focus or, as they might see it, an irrelevant focus
And now I want to talk to you a little bit about the individual here. Many of the early papers that we’ve delivered have described some aspect of the financial breakdown or the economic decline. We’ve been keen to try to deliver a rounded view of such matters. In other words to try to put the disruption and apparent destruction in perspective by qualifying the whole thing regarding the outcomes which will benefit the individual
However it won’t come as any surprise to you matthew to learn that before those major benefits flow through to the individual there will be serious upheaval with regard to society and politics. In particular the level of isolation or alienation felt by the individual from any society around the world; the sense of alienation from the state and from the powers that be will simply grow and will in many cases become unbearable; precipitating serious social unrest which will occur in many countries over the coming months and years
Its perhaps unsurprising Matthew when you consider the situation you already find yourself in where you could say the good days - the easy days – are already behind you; only a fool would forecast a return to those high consumption, easy credit times. So there already is on the part of the individual a distrust and fear which will be compounded by the experience of the next few months and years of the deep and long lasting recession, further exacerbated by widespread unemployment. So to learn that there will be serious upheaval amongst society, serious unrest amongst society will come as no great surprise

Individuals have lost faith in many aspects of modern life; have certainly lost faith in the powers that be, politicians, in the state. They feel very little ability to influence major decisions in their lives, and this feeling of hopelessness will simply grow. It will grow as it becomes obvious that the political powers, governments, administrations are pretty clueless as to how best to tackle the demise of the financial system and the serious economic decline. As enormous sums of money are pledged to companies, to institutions in a vain attempt to prop them up. 

It will over time become obvious that attempts to maintain enormous monolithic structures; to maintain corporations; are futile. All large organisations will feel the pressure to fragment down to more useful groups; useful to the individual that is. Those which provide a true service will remain

So as you can see the pressure is already on now; societies all around the world are under great pressure and they will fragment. Many would cite the appointment of a first black president in the USA as being an enormous breakthrough – it is an enormous breakthrough make no mistake. However, very quickly this new president will become mired in all the old problems, in all the existing problems and very quickly the situation will – mainly due to powerful vested interests – lose a lot of its momentum, and in not many months you might say the status quo will prevail
This does seem a particularly depressing outlook matthew I grant you that, but we will talk to you more about society and politics and the breakdown in these areas as they are vitally important. Suffice to say that eventually the new shape of things to come will support the individual; will enable the individual, and will provide a basis for the individual to move forward, both in this life and on a spiritual basis. Getting there will not be so straightforward
