The worsening of this situation in Australia, east and south east Australia will come as no great surprise, especially not to those living there. Their access to water resources has been under serious pressure for some years now and the bad news is this will not be alleviated in the future. In other words water will become a more and more scarce resource; to the point where the Australian authorities will need to implement some very strict measures to enable normal life to continue in this part of the world. 
However as is usual with these messages Matthew, the point here is not that this is happening or continuing to happen or even getting worse; it is the underlying cause of this effect. In other words, what is the cause of the climate change in this part of the world; and this can be tracked straight back to the jet stream. 
If you recall you watched a documentary a while ago, which stated very clearly that the jet stream is a major driver of global weather, which is true, and you are also aware that there are two such major weather drivers – one in the north and one in the southern hemisphere. 
Both of these need to be understood far better by your scientists, and especially your climatologists, to understand the changes taking place and the ramifications of these. Climate change and weather disruption will increase as this intense period of change is upon us. The key is to understand how these key drivers of climate are changing, and how these changes will impact weather around the world.
