Good afternoon Matthew, welcome back.

Let’s talk about Africa which as you know already has enormous problems – sadly these problems are set to increase. Kenya has already had a disastrous period around the time of its election as you know with much loss of life, and although this has dropped out of the media spotlight it hasn’t gone away – far from it. But this manmade problem sadly will pale into insignificance alongside the drought and starvation that will soon follow
Evidence of this problem is already present and will become much worse in later months when it will be obvious there is no harvest to speak of. This will serve to aggravate the problems which already exist in Kenya with enormous difficulties and many fatalities for not just the Kenyans but also in Uganda and Tanzania and the Congo – in fact this whole region will suffer terribly due to total lack of rain and failure of harvest 
The terrible food shortages will be addressed to some extent by the aid agencies and the UN. This will only serve to replace or supply a tiny fraction of what is actually needed. With an increasing number of crop failures and starvation problems in Africa alone, agencies like the UN, Oxfam and Red Cross will be unable to cope with the volume of problems, the sheer weight of numbers suffering due to lack of food, lack of water, will overwhelm the agencies in some areas and widespread starvation will occur. 
This will prove all the more worrying and frightening for many as it will show the structures of these international agencies to be quite inadequate to cope with the enormous demands put upon them. 

Due to this pressure society in Kenya will fragment; fighting and a civil war of sorts will follow. We are sorry to have to paint such a grim picture as this however much of central and southern Africa will experience problems such as this in the next few years. 
The African weather is not going to be conducive to good harvests. Crop failures will be common and starvation in large numbers sadly will also become widespread. 

We understand this is rather depressing – it’s not meant to be so, it is simply a fact of the enormous changes going on in Africa and all across the globe
