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Let’s move on to Namibia as the other main area of African activity. 
To give a bit of background; Namibia has been an area of quite some instability for some time, situated as you know between Angola and south Africa, it’s a large land area, very remote, poorly serviced by infrastructure, few roads, poor rail.

Essentially we are again talking about drought, serious crop failure and famine and disease. A similar situation to East Africa, similar complications which will be aggravated by the failure of the harvest, social unrest and in fighting between tribal groups, the region will be poorly served by any aid agencies which manage to gain access. The area is hostile and poorly opened up and will suffer particularly badly for these reasons
I have painted a simple background picture of a remote large area, poorly serviced, which when the troubles come will cause enormous logistical problems, and relief work will be hampered
