So the point of this piece is not just to paint a grim picture of how awful the situation is on earth today, which most people are fully aware of anyway. It is in fact to say that there is change coming; there is a real move towards an upbeat re-appraisal of society; of most aspects of life; of the way in which individuals communicate with each other; the way they relate to each other; the way in which they treat each other.
