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We’d like to talk to you a lot more about the shape of society to come, and how some of the fundamental changes, which are now just around the corner for the earth and the way it operates, will determine to a great extent the shape of society to come; the much more localised groups people will be living in very soon

So globalisation is the word on everyone’s lips; it’s been that way for a few decades now. And despite the fact that there is a small but very noisy protest movement trying to disrupt any meetings which the large countries attend, globalisation is still very much on the agenda. If the system were to remain unchanged it would undoubtedly lead to further and further concentrations of power amongst the wealthy nations

Along with globalisation comes this increasing concentration of power and the world has also witnessed a huge leap in communications; in travel; the ability to send data around the world and communicate instantaneously: the world has shrunk enormously. 
Many of the systems and facilities which have enabled this to happen and powered globalisation are soon to be gradually dismantled. This will be entirely due to the changes to the way the earth operates. Eventually it will render your satellite communications system useless; your international mobile phone network will cease to function; your satellite broadcast media and news, all of these facilities which you now take for granted will cease to operate. Many will think this is complete fantasy but all we can say is: wait and see.

As we’ve said before these changes are gradual and they are inescapable: they are coming and yes they will cause enormous disruption initially, but societies will very quickly learn to do without these things. Lets be honest; modern society have only had these so-called “benefits” for a very short period of time; and its extremely questionable whether there has been any real benefit derived from these advantageous technological developments at all

They have facilitated an ever-quickening pace of existence; quickening pace of behaviour; quickening pace of life generally which we would say from our perspective has been of no benefit to mankind whatsoever. However this is the end of a 26,000 year cycle and this type of behaviour; this quickening; this compression of time; this franticness is totally symptomatic of the closing stages of a period of this length. So it is nothing that wasn’t expected. But of course the current generation, of which you are a member, have taken these things for granted; society expects to be able to pick up a mobile phone and talk to somebody half way around the world – instantly. 

But many of these facilities are going to be lost and society is going to be thrown back on its own resources; its own ingenuity; its own innate strengths and abilities. The international component of modern life is going to be gradually withdrawn 

This will seem like nonsense; it will seem that this is quite impossible and this is completely unworkable because of for example trade; trade is so vitally important to the health of the world; to the prosperity and health of nations. Trade is the life blood of the world, at least so your politicians and economists would have you believe. A short while ago trade scarcely existed. It’s a relatively recent development on earth and it will dwindle. Trade will dwindle to an absolute trickle. Of course there will still be some movements, but these will essentially be local in nature and long distance international trade will virtually cease to exist And all this within a very short period. 

All this will have a massive impact on the shape of society; from the way people behave; the way groups orientate themselves; the way people work together. It will be an enormous shot in the arm for society, as it will return things to where they were, only a short time ago in absolute terms, but it will give people a chance to properly engage and feel they are worthwhile contributors and indeed everybody – almost without exception – will make a contribution. It will be very similar to society as it was a few hundred years ago, but without a lot of the horrors, the ghastliness, the pain and fighting and general state of fear. All of this will be removed 
It seems completely fanciful I know but this enforced removal of the international aspect of life on earth will enable much stronger societies to form, which will enable much better facilities to be in place for individual development work, which after all is what its all about
