Those green shoots of recovery…

Well by now you are fully aware of our take on events; our view of such matters, and I’m afraid to say this positive outlook, although it’s very understandable and predictable is inaccurate and simply wishful thinking

But it’s that time when such comments are needed to stabilise the situation; to bring a bit of calm to what has been a very tempestuous period. It’s hardly surprising that Barack Obama and Gordon Brown amongst others will be predicting better times are just around the corner. It’s almost an essential part of such a leader’s role to be making these sorts of statements. After all confidence is built by such things; or undermined by such things 

The reality is anything but; the situation is actually now well and truly entrenched. The economic decline has a long way to run yet. Whilst there are some comments from leading figures in the banking world, indicating the bank crisis has turned the corner, this is not the case. There are further problems with the world of finance; there will be ongoing issues with economies around the world; all the while unemployment will grow; unrest and serious disillusionment will also grow amongst the general public
This I’m afraid is a recipe for a lengthy and steady decline; a steady decline in purchasing, in consumption and in underlying confidence. All of which come to bear on the situation and cause the system to further unravel under the steady pressure of the new energy driving the new era. There will be areas of the economy which pick up – there have to be; all is not bad news – not by a long way. 

There are aspects of the way you live today which are satisfactory and acceptable and fit for purpose: however there are many aspects which are not and its these that are being removed; these that will be steadily undermined and these which will be ultimately replaced with a completely new approach. In the meantime, according to your media and press and political leaders, things are on the mend
Well, this is now a critical period. One could say its absolutely essential that after all the activity, the funds pledged in support; the billions of pounds and dollars which have been thrown in to shore up the system; its really essentially that this does turn the system round; that these efforts do prove to be successful 

The fact is they won’t. you’ll see further problems with large companies coming under increasing pressure due to low levels of activity; due to poor sales; due to continuing pressure on balance sheets; a continuing fall in asset values: all of these will continue grinding away at the system and then the natural disasters will only serve to compound the problem; they will only add to the general dismay of the public at large 

The resources of the wealthiest governments and economies around the world are already severely stretched; soon they will be stretched to breaking point. This is the next phase in this sequence of events which will make up the consciousness shift. This next phase will be characterised by a large number of events spread across the globe, often occurring far away from where one would expect; in many cases having a very serious impact on local populations 

There is a very desperate need to address over-population around the world and, as we’ve explained to you on a few occasions now, this is the tool that will be used to do it. We understand that this appears unacceptable to many and will draw quite some criticism; nonetheless this is the mechanism. It will cause a lot of hardship; it will further undermine confidence; it will be an extremely challenging time for governments – even the wealthy nations. 

So again we would like to point out that the ultimate goal for all this activity is a hugely improved situation; a greatly improved environment for the development of the individual. A system which caters for the needs and understands the spiritual requirements of the individual and caters for that aspect of life in a way which for thousands of years has not been the case

So all is not doom and gloom but it will always appear that way to some. These messages will always be remembered by some for what they would call the negative aspects, rather than for the very positive view of the future which unfortunately requires drastic action for it to be achieved 

It remains to be seen how your senior political figures, your leaders, will continue to try to sell this line of recovery against the backdrop of company failures, continuing low levels of sales and consumption and rising unemployment. There is a serious mismatch here which before too long will only serve to exacerbate the bad feeling amongst populations towards their leaders.
