Unemployment

Matthew good evening this is Zorovan, we want to talk to you about unemployment as we have the information to hand and it seems apposite as it is the talk on many people’s lips at present and, as you can well imagine, sadly the news is not good as unemployment is a central theme to this correction, this period of correction to the world economies. 

This recession, this global recession, this global dismantling of the system has many nasty side effects; many nasty knock-on effects and unfortunately one of those that has probably the most social negative impact is that of people losing their jobs

Now this process has started this is obviously inextricably bound up with the financial and economic problems being experienced globally and large quantities of workers being made redundant is now unavoidable. This will feed directly into the other strong theme of this period which is civil disorder. Not only are individuals experiencing bewildering goings on in the area of finance and witnessing a rapid decline in the economy, but in addition to this they are faced with rising costs and an uncertain situation with regard to housing; so the mix is should we say fairly toxic and not surprisingly this situation will begin to feed on itself
Unemployment will rise quite dramatically across all developed nations. There will be no nations, no large organisations, no corporations or large companies that are untouched by this. Obviously there are some smaller operations, some smaller businesses which will actually see an upturn in their business but this is very much in the minority.

 The growing numbers of unemployed will only serve to increase the severe burden on governments; the severe burden on social support programmes and benefit programmes which will increase the precariousness of the whole situation with regard to public finance. With governments already pledging extraordinary amounts of money to support the financial sector, they will be faced with the major burden of increasing social costs through their complicated and expensive social benefit programmes
So as you can see the problems of unemployment will simply serve to exacerbate the whole situation and will serve to further depress the general confidence of the public which will feed into a steady decline in consumption which becomes a vicious circle. So yet again the picture is rather dire, but these are necessary if rather unpalatable measures if you like which need to be taken in order to rid the world of the seriously unbalanced and poorly focused system that is at the core of the world economies.
Again individuals will be in most cases unable to view this other than by seeing the impact which they, their families and the immediate communities are suffering. So they will not accept – certainly not at this point in time or some time to come – they will not accept that there is anything good to come from this. But Matthew rest assured that this is definitely the case. This is not random and wanton destruction; this is focused and planned dismantling of a system and whilst there are nasty aspects to it which need to be dealt with, need to be accommodated and lived with; this is all for the greater good. Though to try to make that point at this moment in time will probably be a seriously uphill struggle and is not a line of argument which we would encourage anybody to follow
So we will come back to you on numerous occasions to talk in more detail about the impact of unemployment; the cost of social care; the cost of the benefit system and the increasing burden which this will place on administrations around the world
