Volcanic activity and its significance

Good evening Matthew this is Zorovan, welcome back to these sessions on geophysical activity.
We do want to make a brief comment about timing of such events as they are all but upon you now. As you know we have no accurate means ourselves of predicting the timing of particular events, which has been the cause of some anxiety for you in the last few weeks as we are all aware. 
However, we would like to stress that, as you continue your development in the coming months, you will personally develop a very strong ability to gain accurate timing with regards to these types of activity and others; all of which are due to occur during this enormously important transition upheaval period. 

Perhaps the most important of these geophysical events, from the point of view of their impact on climate and climate change, are volcanoes. The other events are extremely significant in themselves, but it is the nature of the volcanic activity which will rapidly precipitate elements of climate change which have hitherto not been anticipated at all. 

In fact it is not fair to criticise anybody on this point Matthew as anticipation of the effects from these events is well nigh impossible. This has all to do with the enormous amounts of material which will be emitted from volcanoes, and a number of large eruptions will occur within a relatively short period of time causing enormous volumes of material to move into the atmosphere
The effect of this material, as you’ve been told on a number of occasions, will not be to cool the surface of the planet, in the way one might expect, but quite the opposite; it will cause a rapid increase in global temperatures, which as you know will have a detrimental effect in a number of ways; probably the most dramatic of which is ice melt. 

This steep increase in temperature will cause a rapid discharging of all the global ice reserves; high level glaciers and the like; which will have very significant effects; not least with regards to sea level rise.
The other effect which has not been mentioned to this point will be a masking of the sun’s rays from the earth’s surface. Ash will effectively block a large quantity of light energy which will have a very damaging effect on the ability of plants to photosynthesise. This has far reaching consequences with regard to harvests and food supply generally. Indeed, as you have heard mentioned by a friend of yours, there will be a period during which growth of vegetation on earth will be severely restricted
So, as you can see, the volcanic activity, which is but one part of all the geophysical activity that is soon to occur, will have far reaching effects; many of which will not have been able to be predicted

This is all we’d like to say on this matter at present. However we will come back and continue to talk to you about similar events in the near future
