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Good evening Matthew this is Dvanak. Thank you for coming back to receive this paper: ‘the shape of things to come’: The society of the future

All is in a state of flux at the present moment but we thought we would share with you a vision of the future; an important vision of the future because this will be the upside, this will be a vision of the true benefits which will accrue to society in the coming months and years

The apparently severe changes which everyone is going through at present, they are focused upon a brand new shape, a brand new collective experience; a positive new outlook for all of humanity if you like. The key focus of all of this activity is a breaking down of the current structures and current shape of modern societies; a devolving down to the component parts to a great extent. Indeed it will be a complete opposite of the modern buzz word which is globalisation. 

Globalisation is being feted by governments and politicians in positions of authority as the way forward. In fact Matthew this really is not the case, although this may not become apparent to the majority of people for some time. Globalisation is really the concentration of power and influence; of financial and economic power into the hands of fewer and fewer people on a global basis. It actually holds no promise for the individual; holds no true benefit for the individual and as such is incompatible with the new era; is incompatible with the step change in consciousness
It is indeed localisation where society is going. It is the dissolution of the grip on life which larger and larger institutions; larger and larger entities appear to be exerting. This is a very negative aspect of modern life, it represents the continuing alienation of the individual from the true purpose of life; it represents continuing control and power which has no place in the new era

So as we’ve mentioned to you on many occasions, large institutions large organisations will come under relentless pressure to break down to their component parts; to break up and in many cases completely change their shape. This is exactly how things will now progress. They will move towards smaller, more local, more locally accountable units. All aspects of life will move in this direction which will over time give the individual greater and greater involvement and greater and greater decision in the way that he or she actually lives from day to day. This will cause a great number of individuals who currently feel alienated and removed from decision making; this will allow these individuals to re-engage in the process: indeed in all of the key processes to do with their lives

It will be very empowering for the individual and it will build the strength of local communities. Whereas in the past power was becoming more concentrated, this is the exact opposite of how things will be in future. Power will be more devolved; it’ll be more localised and it’ll be more tangible. It will be enabling for enormous numbers of individuals
You can already see how on the world stage, large institutions, large companies in all areas of life are coming under pressure; are failing; are being forced to restructure and indeed one of the unpleasant side effects of all this will be increasing unemployment; high levels of unemployment, which will initially bring a degree of frustration and confusion and irritation to many

However over time it will be seen that this is actually of enormous benefit, because the breaking down of the enormously powerful institutions will enable the individual to truly have an impact on those areas which directly influence his or her existence. So whilst it would still appear to be the stated objective of governments and administrations; globalisation will now be less and less the case
There will be a gradual dismantling of overarching and controlling groups down to much more local level of activity which will enable individuals to properly re-engage at all levels and feel they have a genuine stake in their own future 

We will put considerably more information on to this broad brush picture in the coming months Matthew. Suffice to say that the pendulum is swinging now in the opposite direction; away from ever increasing concentration towards fragmentation and local empowerment 

After all the true purpose of life is not to concentrate power into the hands of the few at the expense of the majority; quite the opposite. Individuals need sufficient ability to influence their own futures, their own lives. Hence they need to be released from the burden of control and it is indeed the way things will develop

So, there will be a constant and consistent dismantling process going on in the background focused on enabling the individual to lead a fulfilling and worthwhile existence; enabling the individual to achieve his or her own goals in life; enabling the individual to exert sufficient control on the key aspects of life. This process is underway and will continue despite anyone’s efforts to the contrary. Rest assured that whilst at present the individual will feel besieged in many respects by so many failures in all aspects of life; this will rapidly develop into a situation which will be quite beneficial
